RECIPE CORNER

Hashbrown Casserole

Prep. Time: 0:45—Serves: 8

10.25 oz. can condensed
cream of chicken soup

1 sm. onion - minced

1/2 tsp. black pepper

2 |b. bag frozen shredded
hash browns.

Spray a 13" X 9" X 2" baking
pan with non-stick cooking
spray; set aside. In a bowl, com-

bine soup, cheese, butter, onion,

salt, and pepper. Gently fold the
potatoes into the mixture and
pour into prepared pan.

Bake in a 350 degree oven for
35-40 min.
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SAFETY FIRST—ALWAYS

Now is the time of year that many members are at the club getting their firearms ready for the
upcoming hunting season. You may find that the range you would like to use is busy and
sometimes full.

Please be patient And wait your turn.

If you have friends who are non-members shooting, remember they must allow members to
use benches first. We have made several changes which will allow more shooters to use more
of the club and are continuing to make more changes. The goal of the Board is to make more
shooting areas and use all of the club possible for safe shooting.

Always remember the safety rules, they are simple and designed to keep all shooting safe and
fun. Please read and follow these rules. They will save your life.

. Treat all guns are always treated as if loaded.

. Never place your finger on the trigger until the sights are on the target.
. Never point a gun at anything you don’t want to shoot.

. Be sure of your target and what is in front of it and beyond it.

These ruled are simple and a life saver. Additional information also necessary: Check ammo
and make sure it for the gun your are going to shoot it in. (ask Zack K about this one). If
hand loading ammo always check your powder and how much you are using. Also make sure
you do use powder. Our last Cowboy shoot we had a shooter who had many rounds without
powder. This could cause a ruined firearm if not caught it time. Use a loading book and be
sure you read it correctly. Many guns have been ruined with hand loads which were not
loaded correctly. Most shooters who have been in the game for some time can tell stories of
ruined firearms by improper ammo. I know of several firearms personally which have been
damaged.

A Moment in History—The M-1911

In response to problems encountered by American units fighting
Moro guerrillas during the Philippine-American War, the then-
standard .38 Long Colt revolver was found to be unsuitable for the
rigors of jungle warfare, particularly in terms of stopping power,
as the Moro's had very high battle morale and frequently used
drugs to inhibit the sensation of pain. The military needed a more
powerful and automatic sidearm instead of a revolver.

General William Crozier, was authorized to develop and test a number of new designs for the
new service pistol. Following its success in trials, the Colt pistol was formally adopted by the
Army on March 29, 1911, thus gaining its designation, M-1911 (Model of 1911). It was
adopted by the Navy and Marine Corps in 1913 The M-1911 is a single-action, semi-
automatic pistol chambered for the .45 ACP (Automatic Colt Pistol) cartridge. It was devel-
oped by John M. Browning, and uses a short recoil principle in its design. Besides the pistol
being widely copied itself, this operating system rose to become the pre-eminent type of the
20th century and of nearly all modern centerfire pistols. It was widely used in World War I,
World War II, the Korean War and the Vietnam War.

It served as the standard issue sidearm for the United States armed forces from 1911 to 1985,
and is still carried by some U.S. Elite forces and Police SWAT teams in customized versions.
