Calvary. 

  The .45 Colt car-

tridge was of center 

fire design contain-

ing charges of up to 

40 grains (2.6 g) of 

fine grained black 

powder and a 255-

grain (16.5 g) blunt 

round nosed bullet.       

Relative to period cartridges and 

most later handgun rounds, it was 

quite powerful in its full loading. 

  The Colt Single Action Army hand-

gun replaced the Colt 1860 Army 

Percussion revolver and remained 

the primary US Military sidearm 

until 1892 when it was replaced by 

an enclosed frame Colt double action 

revolver.          

  By 1875, 15,000 units chambered 

for the .45 Colt cartridge had entered 

service along with an 

additional 1863 cham-

bered for the .44 Henry 

r imf i re  car t r idge 

(Wilson 1985.) 

  By the mid 1870ôs, 

the Army had pur-

chased a significant 

number of Smith and 

Wesson revolvers chambering a 

shorter .45 round. Logistical prob-

lems arose because the ammunition 

was not interchangeable. The Colt 

revolvers would accept the shorter 

round but not vice versa. For a time, 

the Government stopped orders for 

the longer Colt cartridge and used 

the Smith and Wesson round exclu-

sively. 

  Over the years Coltôs SAA (Single 

Action Army) has earned itself a 

place in history.  With TV legends 

such as John Wayne, Gene Autery, 

Roy Rogers and Audie Murphy and 

others employing Coltôs in movies. It 

has created a fascination and follow-

ing of devote fans who collect and 

use these in a new sport called 

COWBOY ACTION SHOOTING.            

So the history goes on where it will 

stop is anyoneôs guess.  It has out-

lived generations of cowboys and 

  The year was 1871, the civil war 

had been over for several years and 

the U.S. Army was looking for a new 

pistol for it troopers. Fitting the bill 

was none other than Samuel Coltôs 

new design, that was destined to be 

one of the most famous pistols of all 

times. 

  Samuel Colt was born on July 19, 

1814 and died January 10, 1862.  He 

conceived a gun with revolving 

chambers before he was twenty and 

in 1836 established a company to 

mass produce the  revolvers as they 

were called.   

  As the hammer cocking the trigger 

was pulled back, the cylinder rotated 

and locked in position.  Coltôs light

individuals born after Jan. 1, 1972 to 

show proof of basic hunter education 

training before purchasing a hunting 

license. 

  Those interested are encouraged to 

enroll in classes as early as possible.

Washington is one of the original "shall issue" states. The county sheriff or city police chief shall issue a concealed pistol 
license to any applicant, age 21 or older, who meets certain requirements, including no felony convictions, no misde-

meanor domestic violence convictions, and no outstanding warrants.  As a general rule, a person may legally open-carry 
in Washington State in any place it is legal to possess a loaded handgun. To open-carry in a vehicle (i.e., car, bus, etc...) a 

person must have a valid concealed pistol license.  Prohibited areas for firearms are contained in RCW 9.41.300, RCW 

9.41.280, and RCW 70.108.150.                                                                                                  

Washington State accepts concealed-weapons permits from the following states: Louisiana, Michigan, Mississippi, North 

Carolina, Ohio, Oklahoma, and Utah. 

Washington State law also carves exemptions into state law regarding Concealed Pistol Licenses. Perhaps the most inter-
esting is RCW 9.41.060, section 8: "Any person engaging in a lawful outdoor recreational activity such as hunting, fish-

ing, camping, hiking, or horseback riding, only if, considering all of the attendant circumstances, including but not limited 

to whether the person has a valid hunting or fishing license, it is reasonable to conclude that the person is participating in 
lawful outdoor activities or is traveling to or from a legitimate outdoor recreation area;" This little known law essentially 

allows vehicle and concealed carry WITHOUT a CPL as normally required in 9.41.050 as long as you meet the provisions 

of that section.

The Secretary 

shall be appointed by the Board of Trustees from their own number, or from THE CLUB at large; their appointment to be confirmed or denied by the 

membership.  Any delegates to represent THE CLUB shall be appointed by the Board of Trustees.  The Board of Trustees shall have the management 

and control of the business affairs of THE CLUB and of making of all contracts for the same.  No officer, member, or employee shall have power or 

authority to incur any indebtedness in THE CLUB'S name without first having express authority to do so from the Board of Trustees, evidenced by 

written order to that effect signed by two of the following; the President, Treasurer, or Vice-President.
