So what is this column going to talk
about you ask? Well, we're going to go
through some of the components of
shooting long range. I've been fortu-
nate enough to have spent a consider-
able amount of time shooting with what
I consider to be some of the best shoot-
ers in the Country and believe it's my
time to give back to the shooting com-
munity a little.

First off, I'd like to remind everyone
what opportunities are here at the
NCWGC to help you hone your long
range skills. As you first come through
the entry gate, on your right is a cov-
ered 100 yard range which many use to
sight in their rifles when the weather is
poor. As you continue on the main
road you'll pass the 600 firing line
which is an uncovered concrete pad.
From this firing line your target options
are static steel targets at 585 yards, the
600 yard high power/ F-Class target
stands, and a 10”x13” steel target at
700 yards. Adjacent to this range is the
300 yard rifle range with a covered
concrete firing line and a number of
shooting benches. Here you can shoot
at 100, 200 and/or 300 yards to back-
stops with target stands. Now that you
know where to shoot, next time we'll
get started on building some tools to
use at these various ranges. Stay tuned
for the next installment of “Way Out
There” where we'll be discussing
equipment used in long range hunting
and shooting.

Any officer or Board Member in signature or vote that is found to be non-compliant
with this section shall cause said contract or agreement will be considered to have no
legal standing thus null and void.
